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 'Little Houndales'     Wrist Warmers!
You will need 100g Skein Suffolk X/Alpaca and 
 1 Pair 4mm Needles or 4mm dpns
Straight needle version:-

Using 4mm needles and Yorkshire Wolds Suffolk X/Alpaca (or similar DK yarn), cast on 42 sts

Working in stocking stitch (knit row, purl row), work straight for 25cm or desired length
Cast off

Sew up side seam leaving a 1.5cm gap for thumb approx 5cm from cast on edge.  
Roll the edges (stocking stitch tends to roll naturally but a little encouragement emphasises the roll)

Work both wrist warmers the same
DPN version:-

Using 4mm dpn's and Yorkshire Wolds Suffolk X/Alpaca (or similar DK yarn), cast on 42 sts

Knit 15 rounds (working in the round knitting every row forms stocking stitch)

Divide for thumb:

· Instead of continuing in the round, turn the needles and purl across all stitches.  
· Turn, now working back and forth in this manner  
· Work 6 more rows of stocking stitch (knit row, purl row)

· 8th row - knit and at end of row continue in the round by bringing work together ensuring the first stitch where you join back into the round is pulled nice and tight to avoid a loop.

Continue in the round until work measures 25cm or desired length

Cast off
Fasten off ends 
Roll the edges (stocking stitch tends to roll naturally but a little encouragement emphasises the roll)

Work both wrist warmers the same
